Export revenue in 2023

Total export revenue from international student expenditure
on tuition fees, goods and services, and visiting friends and
relatives (VFR) expenditure totalled $170.9 million in 2023.
The Sunshine Coast was the third largest region of the IET
sector, accounting for approximately 2.5% of Queensland’s
IET export revenue in 2023. The HE sub-sector made the
largest contribution to IET export revenue on the Sunshine
Coast. The sector contributed $89.0 million, which accounted
for approximately 52% of IET export revenue in the Sunshine
Coast in 2023.

Overall, the Sunshine Coast’s IET export revenue increased
by 55% from 2022 to 2023 (Chart 4). Export revenue
increased at a faster rate than enrolments (40%) due primarily
to a large number of students returning onshore and
increasing per-student expenditure.

Between 2022 and 2023, export revenue increased across all
IET sub-sectors (Chart 5). The School, Non-Award, and
ELICOS sectors observed the largest growth of 113%, 149%,
and 158% respectively.

The Sunshine Coast’s IET export revenue decreased by 7%
between 2019 and 2023 (Chart 6). In 2023, export revenue in the
ELICOS and Non-award sectors exceeded that of 2019 levels.

Breakdown of export revenue

Onshore student expenditure accounted for 98% of Sunshine
Coast’s total export revenue (Chart 7). Offshore students and
visiting friends and relatives (VFRs) accounted for the remaining
IET export revenue on the Sunshine Coast.

An estimated 26 providers operated on the Sunshine Coast with
approximately 322 courses offered to international students. The
number of providers is up 8% but courses are down 9% on 2022
levels (Table 2).

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Economic contribution of the IET sector

Direct economic contribution

The IET sector directly contributed $94.9 million and supported 650 full-time equivalent
(FTE) jobs in the Sunshine Coast region in 2023 (Table 4). This represents the value of
economic activity associated with businesses that directly supply goods and services to
international students and their visitors.

Indirect economic contribution

The IET sector also indirectly contributed $60.7 million and supported 347 jobs (FTE) in the
Sunshine Coast region in 2023 (Table 5). This represents the flow-on effects for industries
that supply goods and services to the IET sector. This includes the maintenance services
supplied to training providers, and the agricultural producers that restaurants source their food

In total, the IET sector contributed $155.6 million and supported 997 full-time equivalent (FTE) jobs
in the Sunshine Coast region in 2023. This represents an increase of 51% in total value added
contribution, and 77% in employment from 2022 (Table 6).

Key industries

The most significant industries supporting the IET sector on the Sunshine Coast were accommodation
(40%), cafes, restaurants and takeaway food services (18%) and retail trade (13%) (Table 7).
Together, they accounted for 70% of Sunshine Coast’'s direct FTE employment supported by the IET
sector.
